Gary Coombe was born in Washington D.C., the third of five children. As a 
young boy, he moved with his family to the Cape Loch Haven area of Mayo, 
Maryland. He fished and crabbed in the South River and swam competitively 
for the South River Swim Club. After graduating from high school, he left home 
and began living independently at the age of 17, signing on as an apprentice 
plumber in Plumbers Union #5. In 1986 he established his own independent 
plumbing contracting business, which he ran successfully for fifteen years 
before feeling burned out. For the past 15 years he has worked for the Social 
Security Administration in Woodlawn, where he maintains their HVAC and 
other utilities as a Utility Systems Repair Operator. 

In December of 2015 Gary was diagnosed with squamous cell carcinoma of 
the tear duct sac, a rare form of cancer that affects approximately 1 in 400,000 
people. His treatment involved multiple surgeries, as well as chemotherapy 
and radiation. He lost his sight in his right eye, but he will tell you that he has 
gained so much more. 

Gary and his wife Kateri live in Cape St. John. They have two married children 
and seven grandchildren.
